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UNITED GREEN MOVEMENT PARTY
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CHAPTER 1: PREAMBLE

We, members of The United Green Movement Party (UGM);

ACKNOWLEDGING the supremacy of the Constitution of the Republic of Kenya;
HONOURING those who heroically struggled to bring freedom and justice to our country;

RECOGNISING the aspirations of all Kenyans for a government based on freedom, democracy,
social justice and the rule of law;

PROUD of our ethnic, cultural and religious diversity and
DETERMINED to live in peace and unity as one indivisible democratic party;

EXERCISING our sovereign and inalienable rights to determine the form of government for our
party and having participated fully in the making of this constitution;

ESTABLISH a political party known as The UNITED GREEN MOVEMENT PARTY (UGM),
registered under The Political Parties Act of 2011, Laws of Kenya.

ADOPT, ENACT and give this constitution to ourselves, as members of the United Green
Movement Party.




CHAPTER 2: PRELIMINARY

2.0 This Constitution shall be cited as the United Green Movement Party (UGM), Constitution
and shall come into operation on such a day as it is adopted by the founding members of the
United Green Movement Party.

2.1 The list of the founding members of the United Green Movement Party shall be annexed to
this Constitution.

2.2 In this Constitution, unless the context otherwise requires:

“Party” means the United Green Movement Party (UGM).

“Registrar” means the registrar of political parties designated as such under section 3 of the
Political Parties Act, 2011.

“UGM” means United Green Movement.

“Political Party” means any association or organization of persons which has for its objects or
purposes proposals to support candidates for National or county elections.

“Branch” means a UGM Party office established in a county in the republic of Kenya
“Sub Branch” means a UGM Party office established in a constituency in the republic of Kenya

“Ward” means an administrative ward as established in the Republic of Kenya.

“Polling centre” means polling centre as defined by IEBC at the last General Election.

“Office bearer” means any person who is elected by the members of the party to hold a particular
office.
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CHAPTER 3: IDENTITY, VISION AND MISSION
Article 3.0: Establishment

There is hereby established a Political Party known as the United Green Movement PARTY

(UGM-PARTY) (hereinafter referred to as “the Party” or “UGM” in this Constitution). This
Constitution shall be the supreme organ of the Party.

Article 3.1: The Emblem

The Party Symbol is ‘Sun over the ocean’ as is illustrated more in Schedule | hereto.

Article 3.2: Party Flag

The Party’s flag is green, with the sun rising over the Ocean at the top center, and the words
“United Green Movement Party” conspicuously inscribed thereto in black color at the bottom of
the party symbol.

Article 3.3: Party Slogan

The Party’s slogan is “Kumekucha”— more particularly illustrated in Schedule Il hereto.
Article 3.4: Party Salute

The Party salute is an open left palm.

Article 3.5: Party colours

The Party colours will be predominantly Olive Green.

Article 3.6: Party Vision: The Party’s vision shall be to establish a united, peaceful, & prosperous
nation, in which all citizens enjoy social, economic and democratic rights, living in dignity and in
harmony with their environment.

Article 3.7: UGM Mission Statement

To build a state and society in which all Kenyans have a better life and live in harmony with the
environment.

Article 3.8: Party Headquarters

1) The location of the National Headquarters of the United Green Movement Party will be
determined by the National Executive Committee from time to time by a majority vote of
the Members of the National Executive Committee present in a meeting where the same
is on the agenda for consideration.

2) The National Executive Committee has approved the Physical Location of the Party
Headquarters to be, Green Action House, 82 Westlands Road, Nairobi, Kenya. The postal
address is P.O. Box 24298- 00100 Nairobi Kenya.

3) The registrar of political parties will be notified using the requisite forms, any changes in
both,physical and/or postal addresses of the Party, and the minutes and resolutions of the
National Executive Committee approving the same.
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CHAPTER 4: Principles, Objectives and Values

4.0 The United Green Movement Party's Principles are as follows:
a) Grassroots Democracy

b) Social Justice and Equal opportunity

c) Ecological Wisdom

d) Community Based Economics

e) Non-Violence

f) Feminism

g) Respect for diversity

h) Personal and Global Responsibility

i) Decentralization

j) Economic and Development Sustainability

4.1 The United Green Movement Party’'s Objectives are as follows:

(a) To establish a transparent, accountable Government of Kenya based on democratic, good
governance and Constitutional principles of a pluralistic democracy on the principles listed
above;

(b) To compete with other political parties by nominating and fielding candidates in all elective
offices including Presidential, Parliamentary and County seats, win elections and form
government.

(c) To engage in and provide quality, just, fair and accountable leadership to the Kenyan public in
matters of political, economic, environmental, and social governance devoid of corruption,
nepotism and any form of discrimination;

(d) To promote pluralist democratic political governance based on the popular will of the people
exercised through grassroots participation in Party activities and universal suffrage. To
promote principles of transparency, accountability in public affairs, justice, liberty, equality and
respect for the Rule of Law;

(e) To establish, enhance and entrench sound economic institutions and fiscal policies to ensure
sustainable human, economic and physical development; accountable, free and fair usage of
public resources and total elimination of corruption and nepotism;

(f) To encourage and promote coalition among parties pursuing similar objectives in Kenya;
(g) To eradicate unfairly engineered social inequalities;

(h) To protect and enhance the enjoyment of human rights as enshrined in the Constitution of
Kenya and any international Conventions to which Kenya is a party to; advocate, promote and
comply with the United Nations International Bill of Human Rights, the African Charter on

Human and People’s Rights, the Convention Against Torture and other Cruel Inhuman and
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(i) To improve the quality of life for all Kenyans through promoting the eradication of ignorance,
poverty and disease;

(J) To facilitate a coordinated, coherent and effective response to the local, national and global
challenges and opportunities presented by the triple planetary crisis of pollution, climate
change and biodiversity loss; (amendment 5/08/2024)

(k) To promote globalization, and foster an outward oriented, open economy with a liberalized
exchange and trade regime;

4.2 The United Green Movement Party’s values include, but not limited to:

(a) Respect for constitutionalism and the rule of law;

(b) Respect for individual, peoples’ rights and freedoms;

(c) Democratic governance and people’s participation;
(d) Freedom with responsibility;
(e) Empowerment of the marginalised groups and sections of society;

(f) Positive and mutually beneficial international relations;
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CHAPTER 5: MEMBERSHIP
5.0 Membership

(a) Membership of the United Green Movement Party shall be open, upon application to the
National Executive Committee, to all Kenyan citizens in possession of a valid National
Identification card or Passport, irrespective of gender ,race, color or creed and who accepts to be
bound by the principles, objects ,policies, programs ,directives and discipline procedure of the
Party and are prepared to profess and abide by this Constitution and rules made there-under,
provided that such person is not a member of another Political Party within the meaning of the
Political Parties Act,2011.

(b)Any person who, upon application to the National Executive Committee, has manifested a clear
identification with the United Green Movement Party and its principles, objects, policies, programs,
directives and discipline and is resident in Kenya.

(¢) Any person who, upon application to the National Executive Committee, is a citizen of the
Republic of Kenya though not ordinarily resident in Kenya and has manifested a clear identification
with the United Green Movement Party its principles, objects, policies, programs, directives and
discipline procedure. Such a member residing abroad for a continuous period of more than twelve
months will be admitted to membership but shall notify Party Headquarters of his/ her forwarding
address.

(d) No person otherwise disqualified under the Political Parties Act, 2011 shall be eligible for
membership as a founding member within the meaning of that Act.

(e) All members shall, before a Certificate of Membership is conferred to him/her, sign and
subscribe to the Party's Code of Conduct and a Pledge of Commitment.

(f) All members shall, before a Certificate of Membership is conferred to him/her, make a
solemn membership declaration as prescribed in the schedule.

(@) All members shall, before a Certificate of Membership is conferred to him/her, pay
prescribed fees for membership.

5.1 Categories of Membership

(a)Subject to the approval of the National Delegates Convention, the National Executive
Committee shall have power to create or abolish any category of membership for the
advancement of the Party’s interest as the circumstances may permit.

(a) There shall be seven categories of membership:
1. Founding Members,

2. Patrons;

3. Life members;

4. Ordinary Members;

5. Think Ténk;

6. Group Memberships;

7. Corporate Membership.
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
